Temporary Remote Notarization Authorizations*

* Every effort was made to check the accuracy of this information. Not all states broadly authorized remote notarizations. Some authorizations were limited to the administration of oaths or to real property or estate documents.
Some states permitted permanent remote notarization statutes with delayed effective dates to take effect immediately. Other states limited who could perform remote notarizations. Some authorizations were issued through
executive order, court order, special legislation, emergency rules, and Notary commissioning official guidance. There is some question whether certain temporary authorizations were rescinded when permanent remote
notarization laws were enacted. Some authorizations are tied to ongoing declarations continuing the state of emergency. Some authorizations expire in a matter of days, if not renewed.
